Course Description: This course aims to introduce basic literary genres and movements and to interpret literary works within the framework of their relevant genres and movements. Basic literary concepts, genres and movements will be discussed together with some examples from English Literature in a chronological order. In this course, particularly Classicism, Renaissance and Classical Humanism, the Age of Enlightenment and Neo-Classicism, Romanticism, Realism, Naturalism, Modernism and Postmodernism will be studied.
